January 9 and Saturday, January 16, from 9 a.m. to 4 p.m. (both nasal and injectable.)

e HIN1 Flu Vaccine Walk-In Clinic, Saturday, at the Richard Borchard Fairgrounds, 1213 Terry
Shamsie Boulevard in Robstown on Saturday, January 16, from 9 a.m. to 4 p.m. (both nasal and
injectable.)

There will be no charge for the HLN1 Vaccine. The events are open to the general public. Children under the
age of 18 must be accompanied by a parent or guardian.

The Sunrise Mall site clinic on Saturday, January 9" is for nasal spray only which is recommended only for
persons who are:

ages 2 to 49 years of age
healthy

non-asthmatic

not pregnant

not allergic to eggs
non-diabetic

The H1IN1 flu vaccine is subject to availability.
