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INTERGOVERNMENTAL COMMISSION ON DRUG & AI.COHOL ABUSE

Assisting and advising the participating local governmental agencies on programs
and methods to combat drug & alcohol abuse among the citizens of Nueces County.
The Commission may investigate and recommend approaches for combating drug
and alcohol abuse, and may engage in educational activities such as dissemination of
literature, speaker programs, and the like. The Commission shall have no paid
employees other than the administrative staff provided for herein, and shall have no
power to operate or engage in direct activities benefiting drug or alcohol abusers,
such as treatment programs.

Thirteen (13) voting members. Three members shall be appointed by the Corpus
Christi City Council, three by the Nueces County Commissioners Court, two by the
Board of the Corpus Christi ISD, one by the Board of the Robstown ISD, one by the
Board of the Tuloso-Midway ISD, one by the Board of the West Oso ISD, one by the
Board of the Calallen ISD, and one by the Board of the Flour Bluff ISD.
