SPECIFICATIONS FOR BODY ARMOR

I. SCOPE: The purpose of this specification is the purchase of bullet-resistant armored vests for use by the Corpus Christi Police Department. The bid will be awarded based on best value. In determining the best value, the City will evaluate the following criteria: price, weight, comfort/wear ability, lead time and bidder’s profile & qualifications. 
II. FUNCTIONAL AND PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS
Only body armor models that have been tested by the National Institute of Justice Technology Assessment Program and found to comply with the requirements of NIJ Standard 0101.06 Ballistic Resistance of Police Body Armor (July, 2008) shall be acceptable under this specification. 

A. Ballistic Panels:  All materials shall be new, unused and without flaws that may affect durability and function. Both front and back ballistic panels are to contain high performance bullet-resistant materials. Each of the front and back panels shall consist of an adequate number of layers of suitably contoured and sized woven bullet-resistant material to meet Threat Level II requirements as defined by NIJ standards. 

B. Ballistic Panel Areal Weight:  Bidders shall provide information regarding the areal weight of the vest for evaluation.  
C. Carrier Construction: The carrier face is to be constructed of Poly-Cotton Poplin for durability and the carrier back is to be Cool Max (or equal, such as PolyMax) open mesh knit to maximize moisture wicking and evaporation. The material shall be pre-shrunk, colorfast, absorbent, porous and suitable for home laundering.  Carrier is to be equipped with provisions for use of a separate trauma reduction device.  All vests shall come with one (1) extra removable cover. Color shall be navy blue.
D. The overall design shall be modified undershirt type.  Armor is to be designed to be concealable under the standard Corpus Christi Police Department uniform shirt.  The armor shall provide full torso coverage, with front-to-back side overlap of ballistic panels. There shall be a pouch located on the upper mid-section of the front outer shell to accommodate a 5” x  8” (approximate size) trauma reduction device. The neck cutout shall be sufficiently “V” so that the vest is not visible at the open throat of the uniform shirt on a standing police officer when the collar is unbuttoned and without a tie. The vest shall be sufficiently relieved in the arm opening so as not to restrict the police officer’s movements when driving a car or in the combat-pistol firing stance with a two-hand grip. Relief under the arms shall be such that the garment does not ride up and chafe the wearer under the

arms. The armor shall also be designed so the front panel cannot be worn without the back panel. Vests for female officers shall be contoured to provide bust configuration.      Construction of the bullet-resistant material shall provide the same protection level as that 

      of the male vest.
E. Trauma Reduction Device: Vest shall include a soft 5” x 8” trauma reduction device constructed of soft bullet resistant material. The insert WILL NOT be made of hard metal, ceramic, or rigid plastic materials. 

F. All closure, fastening, or accessory attachment devices should be made of materials that do not present a "secondary projectile" or "ricochet" hazard if struck by a bullet. 

G. The vest must be free from any defects affecting durability, serviceability, appearance, or the safety of the user. Workmanship and construction details, cutting, stitching, and finishing shall be in all cases in accordance with first-class commercial textile standard practices for the intended purpose.

H. Size, Identification and Instruction Label:  Each vest shall be labeled in accordance with the requirements of NIJ Standard 0101.06 .
I. Sizes:  Vests are to be custom fitted to the individual wearer. Successful bidder must use manufacturer-provided sizing samples to ensure proper measurements/fitting.  

The successful bidder must provide personnel to adequately perform initial measurements and make fittings. It is anticipated that the successful bidder will be required to provide said service for approximately two or three sessions. Said measurements/fittings shall be performed at locations to be advised by the Corpus Christi Police Department (usually the central police building at 321 John Sartain or the Police Training Center, 4510 Corona Drive).   

J. Packaging:  Each vest shall be packaged individually in a plastic bag, and labeled with officer's name. 

K. Warranty:  The outer shell of the vest shall be guaranteed to be free from any defects in material or workmanship for eighteen (18) months from date of first use; the successful bidder shall provide free replacement for deterioration from normal wear and tear, washing, etc.

L. Adjustments and Alterations:  The vendor must repair or replace all vests that become unserviceable because of manufacturing defects during the warranty period. The reworking of manufacturing defects so that the armor and/or armor materials meet all applicable bid specifications is not allowed.
III. ITEMS TO BE SUBMITTED WITH THE BID

Submissions of Samples for Testing: All Bidders are required to submit a sample of the same make and model vest as being offered. The sample must be a size Medium Regular. Only one vest 
from each different manufacturer is needed. Sample vests will be returned after award of the contract if requested by Bidder.  

Certifications: All vests shall be tested in accordance with the requirements for the NIJ Standard 0101.06, Threat Level II for both wet and dry. Test report to be submitted with bid.

Preparation of Bids
Any explanation desired by a bidder regarding the meaning or interpretation of the invitation, drawings, specifications, etc., must be requested in writing to Purchasing with sufficient time allowed for a reply to reach bidders before the submission of their bids.  Oral explanations or instructions given before the award of the contract will not be binding.  Any information given to a prospective bidder concerning an invitation will be furnished to all prospective bidders as an amendment to the invitation, if such information is necessary to bidders in submitting bids on the invitation or if the lack of such information would be prejudicial to uninformed bidders.

1.
Specifications
Bidders are expected to examine the specifications, drawings, standard provisions and all instructions.  Failure to do so will be at the bidder’s risk.  Bidders may provide a product exceeding specifications, as an alternate bid, if they so desire.

2.
Information Required
Each bidder shall furnish the information required by the invitation.  The bidder shall sign the Bid Invitation, Bid Sheet, and, when appropriate, Specifications.  Erasures or other changes must be initialed by the person signing the offer.  Bids signed by an agent are to be accompanied by evidence of his authority unless such evidence has been previously furnished to the City purchasing office.

A.
The bidder should quote its lowest and best price, F.O.B. destination on each item.  If delivery and shipping quantities affect unit bid price, multiple bids may be made so as to indicate “price break” quantities in order for the City to determine maximum economic benefits.  Pricing should include packaging and transportation unless otherwise specified.  Pricing shall be entered on the Bid Sheet in ink or typewritten.  Totals shall be entered in the  “Total Price” column of the Bid Sheet.  In case of discrepancy between unit price and extended price, the unit price will be presumed to be correct.

B.
Bids should be firm.  If the bidder, however, believes it necessary to base its price on price adjustment, such a bid may be considered, but only as an alternate bid.

C.
Transportation Charges.  If the quoted price does not include transportation charges, such charges must be itemized separately; provided, however, that the City shall have the right to designate what method of transportation shall be used to ship the goods.

D.
Taxes.  The City does not have to pay Federal Excise Taxes and Texas and local retail sales and use taxes.  Tax exemption certificates can be provided upon request.

E.
Time, if stated as a number of days, will include Saturdays, Sundays, and holidays.  Time of delivery is part of the bid and very important.  The required delivery date indicated is at point of destination.  If the indicated date cannot be met or date is not indicated, bidder shall state its best delivery time.

F.
If the bid invitation indicates “approved equal” products are acceptable, the seller may offer an “equal” product as an alternate bid.  Final “approved equal” determination remains with the City.

G.
Bids submitted on other than City forms or with different terms or provisions may not be considered as responsive bids.

Modification or Withdrawal of Bids
Bids may be modified or withdrawn by written or telegraphic notice received by the City purchasing office prior to the exact hour and date specified for receipt of bids. Evaluation Factors
A.
Most Advantageous Bid.  The City will award purchase orders and contracts to the lowest and responsible bidder which represents the most advantageous bid to the City, price and other factors considered.  In determining the “most advantageous” bid or proposal, price, quantifiable factors, and other factors are considered.  This would include specifications, delivery requirements, the initial purchase price, life expectancy, cost of maintenance and operation, operating efficiency, training requirements, disposal value, and other factors contributing to the overall acquisition cost of an item.  Consideration may be given, but not necessarily limited to conformity to the specifications, product warranty, a bidder’s proposed service, ability to supply and provide service, delivery to required schedules, and past performance in other contracts with the City including timely delivery.

B.    Best Value Bid.  Alternatively, the City may award purchase orders and contracts to the bidder who submits the overall best value based upon the criteria set out in the bid. 

C.
Partial Awards.  Bidders may furnish pricing for all or any portion of the bid invitation.  Unless the bidder specifies otherwise in his bid, the City may award the contract for any item or group of items shown on the bid invitation.

D.
Reservations.  The City expressly reserves the right to:

1.
Waive as an informality, minor deviations from specifications at a lower price than the low bid meeting all aspects of the specifications and consider it, if it is determined that total cost is lower and the overall function is improved or not impaired;

2.
Waive any defect, irregularity or informality in any bid or bidding procedure;

3.
Reject or cancel any or all bids;

4.
Reissue a bid invitation;

Extend the bid opening time and date;

6.
Procure any item by other means;

7.
Increase or decrease the quantity specified in the bid invitation, unless the bidder specifies otherwise;

Acceptance

Conflicts of Interest

Equal Employment Opportunity

Seller and City agree as follows

1.
SELLER TO PACKAGE GOODS   Seller will package goods in accordance with good commercial practice.  Each shipping container shall be clearly and permanently marked as follows: (a) Seller’s name and address;   (b) Consignee’s name, address and purchase order or purchase release number and the supply agreement number if applicable;   (c) Container number and total number of containers, e.g. box 1 of 4 boxes; and (d) the number of the container bearing the packing slip.  Seller shall bear cost of packaging unless otherwise provided.  Goods shall be suitably packed to secure lowest transportation costs and to conform to requirements of common carriers and any applicable specifications.  City’s count or weight shall be final and conclusive on shipments not accompanied by packing lists.

2.
SHIPMENT UNDER RESERVATION PROHIBITED   Seller is not authorized to ship the goods under reservation and no tender of a bill of lading will operate as a tender of goods.

3.
TITLE & RISK OF LOSS   The title and risk of loss of the goods shall not pass to City until City actually receives and takes possession of the goods at the point or points of delivery.

4.
DELIVERY TERMS AND TRANSPORTATION CHARGES   F.O.B. destination unless delivery terms are specified otherwise in bid.  City agrees to reimburse Seller for transportation costs in the amount specified in Seller’s bid, or actual costs, whichever is lower, if the quoted delivery terms do not include transportation costs, provided City shall have the right to designate what method of transportation shall be used to ship the goods.

5.
NO REPLACEMENT OF DEFECTIVE TENDER   Every tender or delivery of goods must fully comply with all provisions of this contract as to time of delivery, quality and the like.  If a tender is made which does not fully conform, this shall constitute a breach and Seller shall not have the right to substitute a conforming tender, provided, where the time for performance has not yet expired, the Seller may reasonably notify City of his intention to cure and may then make a conforming tender within the contract time but not afterward.

6.
PLACE OF DELIVERY   The place of delivery shall be that set forth in the block of the purchase order entitled “Receiving Agency.”  Any change thereto shall be effected by modification as provided for in Clause 20 hereof entitled “Modifications.”  The terms of this agreement are “no arrival, no sale.”

7.
INVOICES & PAYMENTS

a.
Seller shall submit separate invoices, in duplicate, on each purchase order or purchase release after each delivery.  Invoices shall indicate the purchase order or purchase release number and the supply agreement number if applicable.  Invoices shall be itemized and transportation charges, if any, shall be listed separately.  A copy of the bill of lading, and the freight waybill when applicable, should be attached to the invoice. INTERPRETATION-PAROL EVIDENCE   This writing is intended by the parties as a final expression of their agreement and is intended also as a complete and exclusive statement of the terms of their agreement.  No course of prior dealings between the parties and no usage of the trade shall be relevant to supplement or explain any term used in this agreement. SPECIFICATIONS FOR BODY ARMOR

IV. SCOPE: The purpose of this specification is the purchase of bullet-resistant armored vests for use by the Corpus Christi Police Department. The bid will be awarded based on best value. In determining the best value, the City will evaluate the following criteria: price, weight, comfort/wear ability, lead time and bidder’s profile & qualifications. 
V. FUNCTIONAL AND PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS
Only body armor models that have been tested by the National Institute of Justice Technology Assessment Program and found to comply with the requirements of NIJ Standard 0101.04 Ballistic Resistance of Police Body Armor (September, 2000) shall be acceptable under this specification. 

M. Ballistic Panels:  All materials shall be new, unused and without flaws that may affect durability and function. Both front and back ballistic panels are to contain high performance bullet-resistant materials. Each of the front and back panels shall consist of an adequate number of layers of suitably contoured and sized woven bullet-resistant material to meet Threat Level II requirements as defined by NIJ standards. 

N. Ballistic Panel Areal Weight: No vest with a measured areal weight of more than .78 pounds per square foot will be accepted. 

O. Carrier Construction: The carrier face is to be constructed of Poly-Cotton Poplin for durability and the carrier back is to be Cool Max (or equal, such as PolyMax) open mesh knit to maximize moisture wicking and evaporation. The material shall be pre-shrunk, colorfast, absorbent, porous and suitable for home laundering.  Carrier is to be equipped with provisions for use of a separate trauma reduction device.  All vests shall come with one (1) extra removable cover. Color shall be navy blue.
P. The overall design shall be modified undershirt type.  Armor is to be designed to be concealable under the standard Corpus Christi Police Department uniform shirt.  The armor shall provide full torso coverage, with front-to-back side overlap of ballistic panels. There shall be a pouch located on the upper mid-section of the front outer shell to accommodate a 5” x  8” (approximate size) trauma reduction device. The neck cutout shall be sufficiently “V” so that the vest is not visible at the open throat of the uniform shirt on a standing police officer when the collar is unbuttoned and without a tie. The vest shall be sufficiently relieved in the arm opening so as not to restrict the police officer’s movements when driving a car or in the combat-pistol firing stance with a two-hand grip. Relief under the arms shall be such that the garment does not ride up and chafe the wearer under the

arms.  The armor shall also be designed so the front panel cannot be worn without the back panel. Vests for female officers shall be contoured to provide bust configuration.      Construction of the bullet-resistant material shall provide the same protection level as that 
      of the male vest.
Q. Trauma Reduction Device: Vest shall include a soft 5” x 8” trauma reduction device constructed of soft bullet resistant material. The insert WILL NOT be made of hard metal, ceramic, or rigid plastic materials. 

R. All closure, fastening, or accessory attachment devices should be made of materials that do not present a "secondary projectile" or "ricochet" hazard if struck by a bullet. 

S. The vest must be free from any defects affecting durability, serviceability, appearance, or the safety of the user. Workmanship and construction details, cutting, stitching, and finishing shall be in all cases in accordance with first-class commercial textile standard practices for the intended purpose.

T. Size, Identification and Instruction Label:  Each vest shall be labeled in accordance with the requirements of NIJ Standard 0101.04 .
U. Sizes:  Vests are to be custom fitted to the individual wearer. Successful bidder must use manufacturer-provided sizing samples to ensure proper measurements/fitting.  

The successful bidder must provide personnel to adequately perform initial measurements and make fittings. It is anticipated that the successful bidder will be required to provide said service for approximately two or three sessions.
